
Arcadian Way, Ephesus

Ephesus, in present-day Turkey, was founded by the Greeks in the 11th century bc. The Arcadian Way, shown here, is a marble-paved road constructed in the reign of Emperor Arcadius (ad 395-408) that runs from the harbour to the theatre.
