ABSTRACT

Hijaz Liberation Party also known as Hizb al-Ahrar al-Hijazi was founded in 1928 with the aims
of demanding independence based on the Hashemite rule in Hijaz (1916-1925). After the fall of
the Hashemite rule in Hijaz and the taking over of Ibn Saud in 1925, a number of Hijaz people
were dissatisfied with the political, economic and social developments in Hijaz. This was
because the current changes that took place during that period in Hijaz could not be accepted by
a number of Hijaz people who wanted to liberate the Hijaz from the influence of Ibn Saud until
the emergence of Hijaz Liberation Party.

ABSTRACT

Previous studies have mainly examined refugee entrepreneurs from a social capital perspective
and assume them to be passively reacting to the challenges in host countries. Although refugee
entrepreneurs have been considered to possess more socio-economic resilience than their
compatriots, the factors that sustain and expand their businesses have either been attributed to
their social capital or remain understudied. This study examines how the previous capital
(economic, cultural and symbolic) of Turkey-based Syrian refugee businesspeople have been
transferred to the host countries, and determines how these factors foster their businesses. The
data is based on 36 semi-structured and in-depth interviews with Syrian refugee businesspeople
in Istanbul and Gaziantep. I argue that refugees can establish and settle their lives in an active
way rather than passively reacting to the challenges they have encountered from their hosts, with
the capital they used to possess and carried with them to host countries.

ABSTRACT

Child marriage has become a controversial issue and has been the subject of debate by many
stakeholders. This paper explores the factors that influence children's decision to marry before
their 18th birthday using quantitative analysis. This study aims to understand the factors and
risks involved in child marriage from the perspective of women community leaders in Malaysia.
Data for this paper was collected through in-depth interviews with 11 different women and
child-based organizations across Malaysia in 2020. The interview data was manually transcribed
and then coded into several themes and sub-themes to identify the factors influencing child
marriage. It is evident from the data that poverty has become a major contributor to child
marriage, and the practice has also become a way for parents to conceal shame and protect
family dignity because of sexual and reproductive health issues. In addition, women leaders
discovered that a lack of formal education, as well as a lack of knowledge about sexual and
reproductive health, contributed to child marriage. Religion and traditions are also factors
influencing children to get married at a young age. Our findings suggest that advocacy plans to
women community leaders as well as policy considerations are crucial for ending child marriage.

ABSTRACT

Singlehood is regarded as a ‘glocal’ phenomenon because it is happening globally within modern
societies; but the experiences of singlehood are locally constructed. The experiences of
singlehood are also gendered, where singleness among women is generally perceived negatively
compared to that among men. This paper presents a qualitative study of the experiences of
singlehood within the context of the Malay Muslim society in Malaysia. In terms of data
collection, 30 single women over the age of 30 years old were interviewed. Transcripts of the
interviews were analysed to identify emerging themes related to the shared experiences of
singlehood among the study participants. Generally, the Malay Muslim experience of singlehood
corresponded with the global trends in terms of the contributing factors towards the emergence
of the phenomenon, the common stereotypes attached to single women, and the perception that
singleness is a ‘problem’ and single women are considered as having ‘deficit’ or ‘incomplete
identity’. However, further examination of the lived experiences of the study participants
demonstrated aspects of Malay culture (such as the concepts of jodoh [soulmate], langkah bendul
[jumping the ledge], and mandi bunga [floral bath]), and Islamic teachings (such as dosa and
pahala [God’s punishment and reward], rezeki [sustenance], and redha [acceptance]). These
socio-cultural and religious aspects, therefore, construct the meaning of being single woman in
the context of Malay Muslim society in Malaysia.

ABSTRACT

The issue of Muslim minorities is not novel in Islamic history. Because the first Muslim
community of Mecca was a collection of few faithful members. Further, the Prophet allowed
some of his followers to migrate and find refuge under a non-Muslim ruler Najjash. Verily, this
community was first recognized as a Muslim minority community in Islamic history. However,
the expansion of Muslim Ummah beyond the Arabian Peninsula caused emerge new Muslim
minority communities around the globe. Thus, Shariah scholars raised the issue of the validity of
living Muslims in a non-Muslim abode because of different interpretations for some texts of
ShariÑah. Till today, the discussion continues on the subject of living in a non-Muslim territory
and migrating there. Even though the migration is known in Islamic tradition as from
non-Muslim territory to a Muslim and safe abode, in the twentieth century, the reverse migrated
communities have emerged mainly in the West. Because a considerable number of Muslims from
Muslim majority countries migrated to Western countries for different reasons. Thus, Muslims
are presently living in more than a hundred countries as minorities. Therefore, beyond the
classical discussion on living in a non-Muslim abode, the researcher aims here to examine this
classic issue in light of Maqasid al-Shariah which is known to be an evolving method of
interpreting texts of ShariÑah and a device of civilizational renewal. Accordingly, the researcher
attempts to explain how Maqasid al-Shariah creates and open wide space to accommodate in
non-Muslim abode while open ample common areas to cooperate with other religious and ethnic
communities.



In Search of the Origin of Boko Haram’s Denunciation of Western Education

ABSTRACT

Boko Haram’s (BH) denunciation of Western Education (WE) is an aspect of the movement that
is widely known. However, there is no adequate explanation of its origin and how BH adopted
it. The aim of this paper is to explain the origin of BH’s denunciation of WE and how the
movement finds it conveniently useful for advancing its cause. Using evidence from the
literature and BH’s utterances in its videos, the paper argues that BH’s denunciation of WE can
be traced back to the Muslim world’s colonial experience, its perception of WE and the
responses WE’s imposition elicited among the Muslims. Muslim’s attitude is broadly classified
into three: assimilation, adaptation, and rejection. Northern Nigerian Muslims initially rejected
WE but eventually adopted it. This article shows that BH exploited this earlier history of
rejection to advance its cause. BH’s rejection of WE also evolved over time, from partial to total
rejection. The rejection was precipitated by the personality of BH leaders, the secular Nigerian
system’s systemic exclusion (and the inferiority complex) of those educated under the Islāmic
system. Nigeria’s government and relevant stakeholders should therefore focus on blending
Western and Islāmic education particularly in the North and create employment opportunities for
the educated.



The Golden and the Dark Ages in the Development of Usul Fiqh: Analyzing the Orientalist
Thought

ABSTRACT

The development of usul fiqh during the third until the fifth century of hijra experienced different
phases of events and political transitions which impacted the growth of Islamic jurisprudence.
The role of the predecessors and the School of Sects were significant in implementing the theory
and the principles of usul fiqh. Hence, by the third century of hijra various methodology of legal
reasoning began to emerge and implemented by Muslim scholars as a secondary source after the
QurÉn and Sunnah. The School of Sects were the major contributors of legal reasoning and they
began to attract many followers. The methodology of ijtihad such as ijma’ and qiyas was turned
to essential methods applied by Islamic scholars in judging the current law cases. The orientalist
scholars, Joseph Schacht and Wael Hallaq classified the third century of hijra as The Golden Age
of Islamic jurisprudence. However, by the fourth century of hijra, the practice of taqlid and the
fanatics towards the School of Sects contributed to the weakening of the Islamic jurisprudence
which was known as The Dark Age of Islamic Jurisprudence. This article is to analyze the views
of Joseph Schacht and Wael Hallaq on the development of uÎËl fiqh during the third until the
fifth century of hijrah by using qualitative and comparative methodologies. This article
concluded and verified that Schacht and Hallaq provided the facts parallel with the Islamic
perspective on the importance of ijtihad during the zenith of usul fiqh epistemology. This article
proved that; Schacht prejudicially claimed on the practice of taqlid is the main reason for the
decline of the Muslim intellectual growth is incorrect, and Hallaq’s claims on the importance of
taqlid and the growth of legal reasoning during the fourth and fifth century of hijra are parallel
with other Muslim scholars.

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ABSTRACT

Perception is the foundation of every human being's activities in their whole life. When humans
are able to process perceptions with good value, they will make them tend to behave well.
Basically, the problem of perception has been discussed by Islamic thinkers for a long time.
However, the exploration of these concepts is still not widely done. This study aims to determine
the concept of internal sense perception, and the external senses according to Ibn Sina's concept.
As well as aspects that shape internal sensory perceptions, and the external senses according to
Ibn Sina's concept and the process of forming internal sense perceptions, and the external senses
according to Ibn Sina's concept. The method of this study is a qualitative method through content
analysis. The data sources used in this study are Al-Isyarat wa at-Tanbihat and Asy-Syifa’
ath-Thabi’iyat by Ibn Sina. Some of Ibn Sina’s other writings were also referred to. The results
of this study indicate that the perception according to Ibn Sina is a picture that is realized, and
there is meaning in it, which has a form of knowledge for these living beings.

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ABSTRACT

This writing focuses on the making of a biography of a historian and Arab nationalist,
Muhammad Jamil Bayyuhum (1887-1978). This research had been done based on a statement
mentioned by Zuhair Mardini (1979) that despite all the efforts are done by Muhammad Jamil
Bayyuhum during his lifetime, however, he was not been recognize or mentioned widely in
history as the ceremony that will make his name shine in 1973 was postponed as Lubnan was
involved in war crisis that year. Since that time, the political situation in Lubnan was not stable
and the ceremony remained unable to be organized until he died in 1978. However, this man was
not an ordinary man. This can be seen clearly from Widad Sakakini's (1979) account that called
him as al-Mufakkir al-Kabir (the Great Thinker). This is one of the accounts that showed how
respected Muhammad Jamil Bayyuhum even he was not been recognized by anyone, especially
from his nation. Thus, this paper had been done to achieve three main objectives which are to
construct a complete biographical narrative about Muhammad Jamil Bayyuhum, to analyze his
contributions in the field of history, and his struggle in the nationalist Arab movement based on
his books and what his contemporaries said about him. To carry out this research, the researcher
used the historical chronological approach and content analysis to figure out all the facts related
to the subject. So, this paper will begin with the background about the political situation in
Lubnan, the birthplace for Muhammad Jamil Bayyuhum that covered the pre-independence era,
independence era, and postindependence era. Then followed by the biography of Muhammad
Jamil Bayyuhum and finally with his contribution in the field of history and Arab nationalist
movement. The results showed that we can recognize Muhammad Jamil Bayyuhum as a
historian in Islamic History as he wrote 23 books with an extensive scope in Islamic History.
Also, in the Arab nationalist movement, he was very active in protesting the French Mandate Era
in Syria and Lubnan after World War I, struggled in Palestine’s issue from the year 1948, and
also strived to achieve the idea of a national union in Lubnan based on the spirit of pan-Arabism
and justice for everyone.
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ABSTRACT

Studies on early childhood education regarding cognitive aspects based on Islamic perspective
are still limited. Therefore, the purpose of this study is to describe the appropriate stimulation of
early childhood development based on the paradigm of Islamic education. A literature study of
Al Ghazali’ books including Ihya Ulum- id- Din and Ayyuhal Walad was conducted to obtain an
understanding of his perspective on early childhood education. The findings showed that
according to Al Ghazali, achievements of the end of early childhood are being independent
individuals, helping themselves and others, having the ability to make decisions, being able to
solve problems and being proud to produce new work and knowing something can be accepted
by reason or not. In the early childhood period (Daur ath-thufulah) in the first 7 years of human
life, children are served and guided intensively by parents and teachers. At this time, children
only have rights and do not have responsibilities. In the At-thifl period, the level of children's
education is conducted by increasing practice and habituation. This habituation can lead children
to become fully involved in activities that are taught and the stimulation should be done
consistently to achieve optimal development. In addition, the aspects of education include faith
education which emphasizes memorizing first and then interpreting, moral education and reason
education. Cognitive stimulation carried out to support the education process as a whole will
achieve ideal conditions supported by educational interactions between teacher and students and
parent child-rearing. Therefore, it can be concluded that cognitive aspects should be stimulated
by practising and habituating consistently and success in undergoing this period is influenced by
the child’s interaction with the parent and teacher.

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ABSTRACT

The process of Islamic education in the conflict in Southern Thailand has been going on for 15
years (from 2004 - present). The conflict that occurred had an impact on the process of Islamic
education, in which the researchers themselves felt somewhat disturbed by the existence of
military control in schools. Therefore, this research uses a qualitative approach. The subjects of
this study were the principal, Ustadz, and Sasnupatam school students, South Pattani, Thailand.
The object of research in the form of the impact of military control that controls the school. The
technique used in determining the subject of this study uses the Purposive Sampling technique,
which has specific criteria that can strengthen a person's reason for being a research
subject—data collection techniques with the method of observation, interviews, and
documentation. The results of this study indicate that; 1) with military control in Sasnupatam
schools, some teachers do not feel there are problems with military control, but for students who
feel uncomfortable in the presence of military control, because they can have the effect of overall
military control; 2) the positive impact materially has the advantage of getting the school's
confidence from the kingdom that the school does not violate laws or school laws and get an
education budget. Can be psychologically positive, that is a sense of comfort arises with military
control because it can balance between teachers and the military; 3) the material negative impact
of a teacher / instructor must explain to the military and spend a considerable amount of time and
have an impact on the teaching-learning process in the classroom. Psychologically negative
impact that is affecting the psychic teacher and students. Students cannot accept Pattani's
historical material and jihad, besides there is a sense of discomfort teachers and students on the
grounds of military control is not appropriate if the target school.
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ABSTRACT

A quantitative study identified 23 significant symptoms of jinn possession, 12 of which overlap
with symptoms of mental disorder. Subsequently, a scale for the diagnosis of jinn possession had
been developed. The scale was used in an exploratory study on the extent of jinn possession
amongst those with depression. 40 persons with depression but who had also sought treatment
for jinn possession were assessed using the scale. The assessments were compared with
diagnosis via ruqyah, where adverse reactions to ruqyah indicate jinn possession. The extent of
jinn possession amongst the samples was analysed. 31 persons had positive jinn possession
according to the scale, and 30 were confirmed to have jinn possession by ruqyah. According to
the scale, a further five samples had borderline cases but had positive jinn possession, according
to ruqyah. Four were negative according to the scale, but two were positive according to ruqyah.
A total of 37 (92.5%) samples had been found to have jinn possession. The overlapping
symptoms between jinn possession and mental disorder had resulted in different diagnoses. The
extent of jinn possession amongst those with depression but believed that they had jinn
possession is highly significant. The depression diagnosis enabled the appropriate mental health
intervention to be administered. However, any underlying jinn possession problem will also need
complementary therapy to deal with the issues of jinn possession. The scale had also effectively
identified jinn possession amongst those with depression.
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ABSTRACT

A disease affects everyone differently, a person’s belief system and behaviors shape their way of
coping with the disease. Covid-19 has been declared a pandemic by WHO as it has spread all
over the world rapidly causing deaths and severe illness. In the time of covid-19, people
developed certain coping strategies according to their understanding of the disease itself and
their belief system. Religious beliefs regarding covid-19 stood out as coping strategies. The main
objective of this study is to get to know the individual’s beliefs amid covid-19 and the role of
religion in shaping these beliefs. Religion itself grounded people in this tumultuous era of
Covid-19 by providing comfort. These religious beliefs are subjective and relative in nature to an
individual. In order to understand and analyze this, a cross-sectional study will be conducted in
district Rawalpindi located in Punjab province. In this study, our primary focus would be on
behavioural changes that an individual experiences during the onset of disease by using the
health belief model and bio-psycho-social model. The district Rawalpindi is selected for this
study is because it is one of the largest cities in Pakistan and has a diverse population. In this
study, we will conduct interviews and surveys to grasp an individual's perspective by using a
mixed-methods approach. The data will be analyzed by using standard deviation and t-test.
These kinds of studies are important for health decisions and policymaking because every
individual sees health differently and behaves accordingly.
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ABSTRACT

Ethnobotany and ethnomedicine are traditional medicinal practices that deal with the cultural
interpretation of health and treatment. They have existed since the beginning of human
civilization. In Islamic history, Tibb Nabawi (Prophetic Medicine) was known as the medical
approach practised by Prophet Rasulullah. Tibb Nabawi offers an anthropological approach to
society that has a positive physical and social impact. Although spices have been used and
consumed since ancient times, there is a dearth of information on the uses and benefits of spices,
particularly of the Malay Archipelago and its association as an alternative treatment in Tibb
Nabawi. Furthermore, people nowadays have either forgotten or are unaware of this information.
The present study aims to identify certain spices commonly used in the Malay Archipelago and
their roles as an alternative treatment in the Tibb Nabawi. The literature review was carried out
through document analysis from books and journals. Of all spices available in the Malay
Archipelago, only 7 spices were selected in the present study literature, i.e., black pepper, black
seed, onion, garlic, celery seed, fenugreek, and sesame seed. There are also various potential uses
and health benefits of selected spices that have been proposed by the Prophet Muhammad to be
an alternative treatment and are indeed in line with contemporary scientific evidence. Therefore,
the findings of this study will help to promote ethnomedicine from the Islamic perspective. It
also clearly proves that the spices can give holistic effects on human health directly or indirectly
as proposed in the Tibb Nabawi. The safety of medicinal plant extracts, as well as
phytochemicals employed in the production of contemporary herbal drugs, is undeniably
important for the treatment of illnesses. Hence, greater investigation and scientific confirmation
of spices and their phytochemicals as potential active pharmaceutical ingredients is needed.
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ABSTRACT

Siwak is an alternative tooth and mouth cleaning tool recognised by professional health
organisations worldwide. While users claim practising siwak as following the sunnah of the
Prophet Muhammad (PBUH), the actual method of its use remains unclear. This study aims to
explore and critically appraise the Prophetic practice of siwak according to Islamic literature, and
in the light of current clinical evidence. A qualitative approach was applied whereby primary
data were collected using one-to-one semi-structured interviews of five experts from various
Islamic studies backgrounds. Questions focused on tooth-cleaning practices of the Prophet as
well as how the siwak was prepared and kept, as reported in documented narrations. Interview
transcripts were analysed using a thematic approach while content analysis of the referred
narrations was made to provide a triangulation of the overall siwak use framework. The study
found compelling narrations, deeds, and actions of the Prophet (PBUH) in hadith and consented
propositions (ijma’) that influenced the participants' opinions on the practice of siwak. Most
authentic hadith recommend horizontal toothbrushing. An appropriate size of freshly cut Arak
stick prepared, grasped firmly in one hand, and used to brush for at least 2-5 minutes, number of
times daily depending on the aim of use, and kept in dry and hygienic condition after use was
appraised as the prophetic method. Participants believed that improper siwak practice may elicit
negative perceptions of this sunnah and may suppress its clinical advantages. There is bountiful
and consistent evidence on the best siwak practice in the prophetic narrations including
preparation of the chewing stick before use, the optimal time for use, and advocated and
detrimental oral cleaning techniques. These findings provide the basis for future evidence-based
guidelines on optimal mouth hygiene care for siwak users.

Significance of Islamic Education in Nurturing Integrity Among University Students

ABSTRACT

Integrity can be defined as a firm adherence to a code of especially moral or artistic values that
should be upheld by university students. Data in 2015 highlights that university students are
willing to accept bribes and consider that it is not wrong to accept gifts. These students enter the
workforce with a lack of knowledge and wrong perception, which leads to a high probability of
them being involved with corruption in the workplace. This study aims to explore the
contribution of Islamic education in nurturing integrity among university students. By applying a
qualitative method of in-depth interviews, 20 student representative council members of 3
different universities are being interviewed, as well as 3 top university management members. A
semi-structured protocol consisting of 12 questions is being used. Findings show that there are
three main themes regarding the contribution of Islamic education in nurturing integrity among
university students. The main themes that emerged are embracing the belief system, practising
religious activities and exhibiting good Islamic values and hence proving that Islamic education
contributes to enhancing integrity among university students. These findings amplify the need to
include Islamic education in promoting the understanding of integrity in university students.
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ABSTRACT

As Muslims, it is the obligation to respect, nurture and take care of the environment.
Environmental pollution, excessive exploitation of resources and mismanagement of the
environment are things that are not pleasing to Allah SWT. However, nowadays, the destruction
and pollution of the environment are increasingly critical as a result of irresponsible human
behavior. The serious effects of environmental destruction endanger human survival and one of
the major issues impacting the environment is food waste. The food waste management problems
cannot be solved without studying the behaviour of household consumers who are the highest
generating group of food waste. Therefore, this paper aims to investigate the perception of
Muslim households on Islamic values and food waste mitigation behaviour. The hypotheses
positive associations between Islamic values on food consumption, environmental awareness,
food waste reducing and recycling behaviour. A total of 405 Muslim households in Selangor,
Malaysia participated in the cross-sectional survey. The stratified sampling was utilized to
represent nine districts in Selangor namely Kuala Langat, Klang, Kuala Selangor, Sepang, Hulu
Langat, Gombak, Hulu Selangor, Sabak Bernam dan Petaling. The results suggest that Islamic
values on food consumption were positively associated with food waste reducing and recycling
behaviour. Moreover, environmental awareness has an impact as a moderating variable between
Islamic values on food consumption and food waste reducing and recycling behaviour. The age,
monthly salary and number of households of the respondents also had a significant controlling
influence on the food waste mitigation behaviour. The findings have significant implications for
governments, policymakers and academics that are interested in developing strategies to manage
food waste in the context of household consumers as well as to mitigate the impact of food
waste.

ABSTRACT

Human genome editing has the potential to help parents who are at risk of transmitting genetic
disease to have healthy children. Despite the benefits, ethical issues have been raised mainly
regarding the safety and efficacy aspect. Some people also fear that the use of this technology
may open the door to genetic enhancement. This study investigates the views of Muslim scholars
in Malaysia on human genome editing for medical purposes, especially from the aqidah and
shariah perspectives. It also discusses their opinions on the extent to which the issues of safety
and efficacy, as well as genetic enhancement, influence the decision of whether to allow the
editing from the Islamic perspective. Five Muslim experts in Islamic jurisprudence, Islamic
ethics, aqidah and Islamic thought were interviewed. Their responses were transcribed and
analyzed thematically. Given that human genome editing has no direct reference in the Quran
and Sunnah, assessment of the technology from the Islamic perspective can be done based on the
framework of maqasid al-shariah. The harm and benefit of the technology can be balanced using
qawaid al-fiqhiyyah. The issue of safety and efficacy has a great impact in the deliberation of the
ruling of human genome editing for medical purposes, whereby it may not be considered lawful
in Islam if it brings more harm than benefit, and if it has not yet been proven as safe by the
scientists. Concern about genetic enhancement alone, on the other hand, may not be sufficient to
justify a ban.
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ABSTRACT

In the massive technological developments in the modern era, many negative impacts are caused,
such as globalization, deforestation, and other environmental problems. Thus, nature will
deteriorate day by day and affect the survival of creatures, especially humans. Nature as God's
creation should be well preserved, not to be destroyed and used for personal gain. For this, it is
necessary to educate people about the importance of protecting nature, one of which is by
teaching eco-theology. Teaching eco-theology to the community is an alternative step in reducing
the impact of environmental problems. The eco-theology concept used is the thought of
Badiuzzaman Said Nursi. This research will answer the questions (1) How is Nursi's
ecotheological concept in connecting nature and Islamic doctrine? (2) How to convey to the
public the thoughts of Said Nursi? The types of research data are qualitative-descriptive by
interpreting Said Nursi's thoughts regarding his eco-theology. Data were collected using a
research library in the form of secondary data from several literatures that discuss Nursi's
thoughts. Data collection in this study used literature review to see Nursi's eco-theological
thinking in seeing environmental problems. The data analysis used is in the form of content
analysis by analyzing the text from the existing data. This research is an alternative step that can
be applied in rural communities with theological arguments to protect their environment by
doing small things such as not littering, conserving water, and carrying out reforestation.
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ABSTRACT

Currently, most of the Islamic countries are experiencing environmental problems which is due
to the lack of appreciation for environmental management practices based on the Quran and
Hadith. If this environmental crisis is not handled properly, it will threaten the welfare of the
ummah in the development of civilization. Thus, this study analyses the verses of the Quran
related to environmental management and the results of the theme analysis will be used as a
guide in developing an environmental management model based on the Quran. The findings of
the analysis show that there are five (5) environmental themes contained in the Quran, namely
the creation process of nature, environmental management, the interaction between nature,
disaster, or punishment with the destruction of nature and God's reminder through natural
phenomena. Based on the developed model, there are two (2) main functions of the environment,
namely as a benefit to humans and makrifatullah. There are four (4) main concepts in
environmental management based on the Quran, namely tauhid, caliphate, benefits, and sharia.
In achieving makrifatullah, the activities of tadabbur, tafakkur and taking lessons from the
destruction of nature must be done by human beings to create the awareness of caring for the
environment and knowing God. Awareness of the existence of this universe will produce
gratitude and lead to obedience to God. The results of this study can be used as a guide in
governance related to environmental management, integration in the education system as well as
the role of religious institutions in environmental sustainability efforts.
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
