Global Geopark (UGGp) designation for Malaysia's candidate sites. These efforts included
comprehensive heritage inventory and assessment research, dossier development, briefing sessions for
management bodies (focus group discussions), public awareness campaigns (e.g., town halls, seminars),
the development of interpretive information panels and gallery content, and training for tourism operators
and guides. This culminated in pre-evaluation programmes and the final field evaluation missions for both
the Sarawak Delta Geopark and Lenggong Geopark.

We also made significant advances in strategic governance, marked by the development of a master
plan for the Johor National Parks Corporation and nomination dossiers for two national geoparks aspiring
to UNESCO Global Geopark status. Our commitment to geotourism and community engagement
remained a priority, underscored by the successful Geoguide Enhancement Course in Lenggong and the
development of a community resilience module in Langkawi. Our global presence was strongly reinforced
through active participation in the 11th International Conference on UNESCO Global Geoparks in Chile and
various working group meetings of the Global Geoparks Network (GGN).

Finally, I invite our readers to explore the collaborative research, conservation initiatives, and shared
achievements that are driving sustainable development across our entire network.

PENUBUHAN PPG | ESTABLISHMENT OF PPG  
PENGENALAN INTRODUCTION

Pusat Penyelidikan Geotaman (PPG) telah diluluskan oleh Senat pada September 2023, menggantikan
Pusat Penyelidikan Langkawi (ditubuhkan 1996). Penubuhan ini selaras dengan momentum global untuk
membangunkan geopark, dengan visi menggunakan warisan geologi bernilai antarabangsa bagi memacu
pembangunan lestari di wilayah luar bandar. PPG kini sedang melaksanakan rangka kerja saintifik sedia ada
untuk membangunkan pendekatan inovatif, pelbagai disiplin bagi menyokong pertumbuhan geopark
Malaysia dan global.

The establishment is in line with the global momentum to
develop geoparks, with the vision of using internationally valued geological heritage to drive sustainable
development in rural areas. The PPG is currently executing the existing scientific framework to develop
innovative, multidisciplinary approaches to support the growth of Malaysian and global geoparks.

1.Conduct research related to natural (geological and
biological) and cultural heritage resources in an integrated
manner.

2.Develop, lead and coordinate geopark communications and
communities at the national, Asia Pacific and global levels,
especially in pioneering the field of geopark knowledge.

3.Train, build capacity, and provide expert and technical
advisory services related to geoparks to communities,
stakeholders and policy makers.

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The journey toward UNESCO designation for the
Aspiring Sarawak Delta UNESCO Global Geopark
(UGGp) culminated in a pivotal on-site assessment
mission from June 23 to 26, 2025. This crucial
evaluation was conducted by two UNESCO-
appointed experts: Mr. Jean-Simon Pagés, a
geologist from France, and Mr. Antonio Garcia
Jiminez, an expert in geoheritage and sustainable
development from Spain. The mission was
meticulously coordinated by the Sarawak Delta
Geopark (SDGp) Management Body in partnership
with the Sarawak Forest Department, the lead
government agency overseeing the initiative.

Preparations for this high-stakes evaluation were
extensive and methodical, unfolding over several
months. The process began in earnest in January
2025 with a strategic planning meeting (January
22-24) to align all stakeholders. This was
immediately followed by the first intensive self-
assessment workshop (January 21-24), where
local experts and managers critically reviewed the
geopark’s compliance with UNESCO’s stringent
criteria concerning geological significance,
conservation, education, and community-led
sustainable development. A second self-
assessment workshop (March 4-6) was held to
refine strategies and address any identified gaps.

To ensure seamless execution, a full-scale pre-
assessment programme (May 5-7) served as a
comprehensive rehearsal. This exercise simulated
the actual assessment itinerary, allowing the
organising team to test logistical arrangements,
presentation content, and site interpretations. A
final preparatory session (June 9-12) provided a
last opportunity to polish presentations and confirm
all details before the assessors' arrival.

Perjalanan ke arah penetapan UNESCO untuk
Geopark Global UNESCO Delta Sarawak (UGGp)
yang Bercita-cita Tinggi memuncak dengan misi
penilaian di tapak yang penting dari 23 hingga 26
Jun 2025. Penilaian penting ini telah dijalankan
oleh dua pakar yang dilantik oleh UNESCO: Encik
Jean-Simon Pagés, seorang ahli geologi dari
Perancis, dan Encik Antonio Garcia Jiminez,
seorang pakar dalam pembangunan warisan
geografi dan lestari dari Sepanyol. Misi ini telah
diselaraskan dengan teliti oleh Badan Pengurusan
Geopark Delta Sarawak (SDGp) dengan kerjasama
Jabatan Hutan Sarawak, agensi kerajaan utama
yang menyelia inisiatif tersebut.

Persediaan untuk penilaian berisiko tinggi ini
adalah meluas dan sistematik, berlangsung
selama beberapa bulan. Proses ini bermula
dengan bersungguh-sungguh pada Januari 2025
dengan mesyuarat perancangan strategik (22-24
Januari) untuk menyelaraskan semua pihak
berkepentingan. Ini diikuti dengan bengkel
penilaian kendiri intensif pertama (21-24 Januari),
apabila pakar dan pengurus tempatan mengkaji
semula pematuhan geopark dengan kriteria ketat
UNESCO mengenai kepentingan geologi,
pemuliharaan, pendidikan dan pembangunan
lestari yang dipimpin oleh komuniti. Bengkel
penilaian kendiri kedua (4-6 Mac) telah diadakan
untuk memperhalusi strategi dan menangani
sebarang jurang yang dikenal pasti.

Bagi memastikan pelaksanaan yang lancar,
program pra-penilaian berskala penuh (5-7 Mei)
berfungsi sebagai raptai yang menyeluruh. Latihan
ini menguji jadual perjalanan penilaian sebenar,
membolehkan pasukan penganjur menguji
pengaturan logistik, kandungan pembentangan
dan tafsiran tapak. Sesi persediaan terakhir (9-12
Jun) menyediakan peluang terakhir untuk
menggilap pembentangan dan mengesahkan
semua butiran sebelum ketibaan penilai.

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Beyond internal preparations, a parallel track of
activities was conducted, focusing on building
stakeholder capacity and public awareness.
Scientific and community engagement was
strengthened through events like the Geoforum
"Borneo's Cradle of Origin" (October 6), which
highlighted the region’s unique paleontological and
ecological narrative. Capacity for effective science
communication was boosted by a workshop to
finalise narrative panels for the Sarawak Delta
Geopark Gallery (October 23). To enhance the
visitor experience, a dedicated workshop (April 14-
17) was convened to research, write, and design an
informative pocket guidebook for the geopark’s key
geosites. 

Recognising the importance of local ownership, the
team also engaged directly with the community’s
future stewards through a Townhall Session with
Schools (November 29), educating students about
the geopark’s value and their role in its future.
In summary, the UNESCO field assessment was not
a standalone event but the apex of a coordinated,
year-long campaign. This campaign blended
rigorous internal review, logistical precision,
scientific communication, and grassroots
engagement, demonstrating the region’s
comprehensive commitment to securing UNESCO
Global Geopark status.

Di luar persediaan dalaman, aktiviti selari juga
dijalankan menumpu pada membina keupayaan
pihak berkepentingan dan kesedaran awam.
Penglibatan saintifik dan komuniti diperkukuh
melalui acara seperti Geoforum "Borneo's Cradle
of Origin" (6 Oktober), yang mengetengahkan
naratif paleontologi dan ekologi yang unik di
rantau ini. Keupayaan untuk komunikasi sains yang
berkesan telah ditingkatkan oleh bengkel untuk
memuktamadkan panel naratif untuk Galeri
Geopark Delta Sarawak (23 Oktober). Bagi
mempertingkatkan pengalaman pengunjung, satu
bengkel khusus (14-17 April) telah diadakan untuk
menyelidik, menulis dan mereka bentuk buku
panduan poket yang bermaklumat untuk geotapak
utama geopark. Menyedari kepentingan pemilikan
tempatan, pasukan itu juga terlibat secara
langsung dengan bakal pengurus komuniti melalui
sesi libat urus bersama sekolah (29 November),
mendidik pelajar tentang nilai geopark dan
peranan mereka pada masa hadapan.

Ringkasnya, penilaian lapangan UNESCO bukanlah
acara yang berdiri sendiri, tetapi merupakan
kemuncak kempen yang diselaraskan selama
setahun. Kempen ini menggabungkan semakan
dalaman yang ketat, ketepatan logistik, komunikasi
saintifik dan penglibatan akar umbi, menunjukkan
komitmen menyeluruh rantau ini untuk
mendapatkan status Geopark Global UNESCO.

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The Aspiring Lenggong UNESCO Global Geopark
(UGGp) reached a critical milestone in its journey to
secure international recognition with a pivotal
UNESCO Field Assessment Mission on July 11–17,
2025. This rigorous, on-the-ground evaluation
represents the final and most significant hurdle in
the lengthy application process. The International
Assessment Panel UNESCO has appointed two
distinguished global experts to conduct the
evaluation: Dr. Mahito Watanabe (Japan), who is an
expert in geoconservation and sustainable
development within the Asia-Pacific Geopark
Network (APGN), and Dr. Ahmet Serdar Aytac
(Türkiye), a specialist with extensive experience in
geoheritage management and geopark governance.
Their role is to meticulously assess Lenggong's
compliance with UNESCO's stringent criteria, which
evaluate not just geological significance but also
sustainable tourism, community engagement,
education, and conservation management.

Recognising the importance of this assessment, the
Lenggong Geopark Management Body has executed
a thorough, multi-phase preparation campaign. The
first one was the internal pre-assessment (May 10–
14, 2025). Prior to the international visit, the
management body conducted an intensive internal
review. This mock assessment was executed to
identify and address any gaps in site presentation,
documentation, or logistics, ensuring the geopark is
presented at its best. Earlier, Lenggong Geopark
organised a Foundational Community Engagement
Townhall (February 13, 2025). Understanding that
local support is a cornerstone of the UNESCO
model, a dedicated stakeholder and community
engagement session was held. This forum aimed to
align the local population, businesses, and
authorities with the geopark's goals, emphasising
that UNESCO status is a tool for sustainable local
development, not just a brand.

Geopark Global UNESCO Lenggong (UGGp) yang
bercita-cita tinggi mencapai satu peristiwa penting
dalam perjalanannya untuk mendapatkan
pengiktirafan antarabangsa, dengan misi penilaian
lapangan UNESCO yang penting pada 11–17 Julai
2025. Penilaian yang teliti dan menyeluruh ini
mewakili halangan terakhir dan paling ketara dalam
proses permohonan yang panjang. Panel penilaian
antarabangsa UNESCO telah melantik dua pakar
global terkemuka untuk menjalankan penilaian
tersebut: Dr. Mahito Watanabe (Jepun), yang
merupakan pakar dalam geopemuliharaan dan
pembangunan lestari dalam Rangkaian Geopark
Asia-Pasifik (APGN) dan Dr. Ahmet Serdar Aytac
(Turkiye), seorang pakar yang mempunyai
pengalaman luas dalam pengurusan warisan
geologi dan tadbir urus geopark. Peranan mereka
adalah untuk menilai pematuhan Lenggong dengan
kriteria ketat UNESCO, yang menilai bukan sahaja
kepentingan geologi, tetapi juga pelancongan
lestari, penglibatan komuniti, pendidikan dan
pengurusan pemuliharaan.

Menyedari kepentingan penilaian ini, Badan
Pengurusan Geopark Lenggong telah
melaksanakan kempen persediaan berbilang fasa
yang menyeluruh. Yang pertama ialah pra-
penilaian dalaman (10–14 Mei 2025). Sebelum
lawatan antarabangsa, badan pengurusan telah
menjalankan semakan dalaman yang intensif. Pra-
penilaian ini dilaksanakan untuk mengenal pasti
dan menangani sebarang jurang dalam
pembentangan tapak, dokumentasi atau logistik,
bagi memastikan geopark dibentangkan dengan
sebaik mungkin. Terdahulu, Geopark Lenggong
menganjurkan Penglibatan Komuniti Asas (13
Februari 2025). Memahami bahawa sokongan
tempatan merupakan asas model UNESCO, sesi
penglibatan pihak berkepentingan dan komuniti
yang khusus telah diadakan. Forum ini bertujuan
untuk menyelaraskan penduduk tempatan,
perniagaan dan pihak berkuasa dengan matlamat
geopark, dengan menekankan bahawa status
UNESCO adalah alat untuk pembangunan
tempatan yang lestari, bukan sekadar jenama.

The Lenggong Valley is already a UNESCO World
Heritage Site for its archaeological importance,
home to the ancient "Perak Man" skeleton.
Achieving UGGp status would highlight the
inseparable link between the region's geological
history (which provided the tools and caves) and
its human history. A successful assessment in July
2025 would place Lenggong on the global map as
a leader in integrated heritage management,
promising enhanced international visibility,
strengthened geotourism, and a reinforced
framework for protecting its unique natural and
cultural legacy for future generations.

Lembah Lenggong sudah pun menjadi Tapak
Warisan Dunia UNESCO kerana kepentingan
arkeologinya, iaitu tempat tinggal rangka "Manusia
Perak" purba.

The 8th Regional Course on UNESCO Global
Geoparks was successfully convened from July 25
to 28, 2023, with a specialised focus on "Geopark
Networking and Visibility". The course was a
collaborative initiative designed to strengthen
regional capacity, jointly organised by:

Lembaga Pembangunan Langkawi (LADA), the
development authority of Langkawi UNESCO
Global Geopark, is serving as the local host.
The Asia Pacific Geoparks Network (APGN) is
the regional body fostering cooperation among
geoparks in the Asia-Pacific region.
The Global Geoparks Network (GGN), the
worldwide network supporting UNESCO Global
Geoparks.
Pusat Penyelidikan Geotaman (PPG), the
Geopark Research Centre, contributing
academic and technical expertise

This edition of the regional course addressed a
critical need for geoparks to enhance their
collaborative reach and public profile. Participants
engaged with strategies to build effective
networks, share best practices, and improve
communication to increase both local engagement
and global recognition. The theme underscores the
importance of visibility not only for tourism but also
for conservation advocacy, education, and
sustainable development.

Hosting this event reinforced Langkawi's role as a
leader and hub for geopark development within the
Asia-Pacific region. By bringing together park
managers, geoscientists, and community
coordinators, the course facilitated peer-to-peer
learning and strengthened the operational bonds
within the global geopark community, ultimately
supporting the collective mission of preserving
geological heritage and promoting sustainability.

The 164  Meeting of the Executive Board of the Global
Geoparks Network (ExB GGN) on 10 September 2025
took place in a special setting at a university in the
Kutralkura UGGp​​, Temuco, Chile. The full-day
meeting, from 9.00 am to 6.00 pm, not only discussed
the management and final preparations for the 11th
International Conference on UNESCO Global
Geoparks from 8 to 12 September 2025 in the same
city but also saw presentations by five geoparks
interested in hosting the conference in the future. The
five countries that submitted their bids were Indonesia,
Finland, Malaysia (represented by UNESCO Global
Geopark Kinabalu), Thailand, and Portugal. Each
candidate showcased the strengths and weaknesses
of their respective proposals. The final results were
then announced at the closing ceremony of the
conference, which saw Portugal successfully selected
as the host for the next edition.

One of the most exciting moments during my visit to
Temuco, Chile, for the 11th International Conference on
UNESCO Global Geoparks (UGGp) was the opportunity
to meet with four geopark teams from Malaysia.

The meeting brought together representatives from two
sites that have long been recognised as UNESCO
Global Geoparks – Langkawi and Kinabalu – along with
two other geoparks that have recently passed the final
assessment and received recommendation from the
UGGp, namely the Sarawak Delta and Lenggong.

This success marks a very proud achievement for
Malaysia, strengthening the country’s position in the
global geopark development arena and its potential
participation in the International Organisation of Global
Geopark Network (GGN).

GGN Geofair Chile

In conjunction with the 11th International Conference on
UNESCO Global Geoparks (UGGp) in Temuco, Chile, a
lively opening ceremony was held on the evening of 8
September 2025 to open the GGN Geofair. This event
was a culmination of global synergy that illustrated how
close the individual, national, and regional networks are
among geoparks around the world.

A warm family atmosphere was clearly felt throughout
the event. Participants from different parts of the world
met like old brothers, greeted each other, exchanged
souvenirs, shared views and memories, and together
celebrated the spirit of unity in diversity.

The geofair also featured impressive exhibitions from
national geoparks as well as representatives of regional
networks such as GGN, APGN (Asia Pacific), and EGN
(Europe), as well as networks from Africa and Latin
America. In addition, local communities from various
regions within the Kutralkura UGGp participated in
showcasing unique and authentic geopark-based
products (geoproducts). The atmosphere created is not
just an exhibition but a true celebration of human
connections, geological heritage, and a shared
commitment to conservation and sustainable
development.

UGGp Malaysia

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Scientific Conference

The scientific conference officially began on 10
September 2025. In the session, we shared our
experience in organising the Regional Course on
UNESCO Global Geoparks (Regional Course on
UGGp), an initiative that has been ongoing since 2015.

Over the past ten years, this programme has
successfully involved more than 650 participants from
15 countries, mainly from the Asia Pacific region. For
us in Langkawi, this course is not just a programme
but a core and most meaningful contribution to the
global geopark family.
It represents more than just knowledge sharing; it is a
best practice model that demonstrates the
commitment and active role of a UNESCO Global
Geopark in building capacity and strengthening
international networks.

GGN General Assembly

Every two years, the Global Geopark Network will hold
a General Assembly involving all institutional members
(229 UNESCO/UGGp Global Geoparks) as well as over
35 individual members. In this important meeting, key
decisions such as the approval of activity and
financial reports, the acceptance of new programme
proposals, and the appointment of GGN Executive
Board members for the next four-year term will be
made.

On 10 September 2025, the general meeting took
place. After contributing for ten years as GGN Vice
President (Association), and before that another ten
years as a member of the GGN Bureau, I have decided
to step down and will not be re-nominated for another
term.
However, my commitment to the development of
global geoparks will continue. I still serve as Vice Chair
of the Asia Pacific Geopark Network, providing
strategic advice for the development of geoparks in
the region, particularly in Southeast Asia or ASEAN.

I will also continue to assist in the development of
UNESCO Global Geopark (aUGGp) candidates in
Malaysia and Indonesia, in addition to my role as
Advisor/Expert and Senior Assessor for the UNESCO
Global Geopark Council (UGGpC).

Persidangan saintifik 

Persidangan saintifik bermula dengan rasminya
pada 10 September 2025. Dalam sesi tersebut,
kami telah berkongsi pengalaman menganjurkan
Kursus Serantau mengenai Geopark Global
UNESCO (Regional Course on UGGp), satu inisiatif
yang telah berlangsung sejak tahun 2015.

Sepanjang sepuluh tahun, program ini telah berjaya
melibatkan lebih daripada 650 peserta daripada 15
buah negara, terutamanya dari rantau Asia Pasifik.

Perhimpunan Agung GGN

Setiap dua tahun, Rangkaian Geopark Global akan
mengadakan Perhimpunan Agung yang melibatkan
kesemua ahli institusi (229 Geopark Global
UNESCO/UGGp) serta lebih 35 ahli individu. Dalam
mesyuarat penting ini, keputusan-keputusan utama
seperti pengesahan laporan aktiviti dan kewangan,
penerimaan cadangan program baharu, serta
perlantikan ahli Lembaga Eksekutif GGN untuk
penggal empat tahun akan datang akan dibuat.

Pada 10 September 2025, mesyuarat agung
tersebut telah berlangsung. Setelah menyumbang
selama sepuluh tahun sebagai Naib Presiden GGN
(Persatuan), dan sebelumnya sepuluh tahun lagi
sebagai ahli Biro GGN, saya telah mengambil
keputusan untuk mengundurkan diri dan tidak akan
dicalonkan semula bagi penggal seterusnya.

Saya juga akan terus membantu pembangunan
calon-calon Geopark Global UNESCO (aUGGp) di
Malaysia dan Indonesia, selain daripada peranan
saya sebagai Penasihat/Pakar dan Penilai Kanan
untuk Majlis Geopark Global UNESCO (UGGpC).
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Of course, there is a sense of sadness in leaving
a charitable institution that I love so much and
that I co-founded. However, the joy outweighs
everything, especially being able to guide Dr.
Azmil Munif (Manager of UNESCO Global
Geopark Langkawi) as a competent successor to
fly the Malaysian flag as the new member of the
GGN Executive Board. I pray that GGN continues
to excel as an institution that unites and drives
UNESCO Global Geoparks around the world.

Field Trip

On September 11, 2025, we had the opportunity
to explore the Kutralkura UNESCO Global
Geopark, the only geopark in Chile, spanning
some 8,800 square kilometres. The name
“Kutralkura” itself holds a profound meaning,
coming from the Mapuche language that
combines “kutral” (fire) and “kura” (rock); an apt
reference to the volcanic heritage and solid rock
formations that make up its landscape.

The geopark encompasses part of the mighty
Andes Mountains as well as the alluvial plains to
its west, creating a stunning natural mosaic.
More than just a geological wonder, this region is
the homeland and soul of the Mapuche people,
an indigenous group that has long inhabited the
area. It’s no wonder that their culture, traditions,
and spiritual connection to nature are so deeply
woven into the fabric of everyday life.

Of all the landscapes I’ve visited, Kutralkura
stands out as one of the most stunning and
diverse. Here, a rare harmony exists, a perfect
balance between dramatic geological
landscapes, rich biodiversity, and a living
cultural heritage. 

The geopark is located in the Araucanía Region,
a name taken from the iconic and endemic
Araucaria tree, a kind of ‘living fossil’ that stands
tall as the ancient guardian of this landscape,
symbolising the resilience and conservation that
are at the core of the geopark’s philosophy.

Lawatan Lapangan

Pada 11 September 2025, kami berkesempatan
meneroka Geopark Global UNESCO Kutralkura
(Kutralkura UNESCO Global Geopark), satu-satunya
geopark di Chile yang membentang seluas kira-kira
8,800 kilometer persegi. Nama "Kutralkura" itu
sendiri memegang makna yang mendalam, berasal
dari bahasa Mapuche yang menggabungkan
"kutral" (api) dan "kura" (batu), suatu rujukan tepat
kepada warisan gunung berapi dan formasi batuan
kukuh yang membentuk landskapnya.

Geopark ini merangkumi sebahagian Banjaran
Andes yang perkasa serta dataran endapan sungai
di bahagian baratnya, mencipta sebuah mozek
semula jadi yang mempesonakan. Lebih daripada
sekadar keajaiban geologi, wilayah ini adalah tanah
air dan jiwa bagi masyarakat Mapuche, kelompok
orang asli yang telah lama mendiami kawasan ini.
Tidak hairanlah, budaya, tradisi, dan hubungan
spiritual mereka dengan alam semula jadi terhanyut
sepenuhnya ke dalam corak kehidupan seharian.

Dalam kalangan landskap yang pernah saya
kunjungi, Kutralkura menonjol sebagai salah satu
yang paling memukau dan pelbagai. Di sini, wujud
satu harmoni yang jarang ditemui — keseimbangan
yang sempurna antara landskap geologi yang
dramatik, kepelbagaian biologi yang kaya, dan
warisan budaya yang hidup. 

Geopark ini terletak di Wilayah Araucanía, sebuah
nama yang diambil sempena pokok Araucaria yang
ikonik dan endemik, sejenis 'fosil hidup' yang teguh
berdiri sebagai penjaga purba landskap ini,
melambangkan ketahanan dan pemuliharaan yang
menjadi teras falsafah geopark.
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Geodisaster Working Group and
Geoconservation Working Group Workshop

On the last day of the conference (12 September
2025), we organised two important workshops,
each conducted by the Geodisaster Working Group
and the Geoconservation Working Group. I was an
active member of both of these working groups.

In the Geodisaster Working Group workshop
session, we presented a proposed programme
framework to serve as the basis for the strategic
direction of the group. Among the key initiatives
proposed is the introduction of a Public Education
Program on Disaster Risk Reduction (DRR).

The programme is designed to comprehensively
engage the UNESCO Global Geopark community
worldwide. The main focus will be given to three
main target groups, namely (1) school children
(through educational modules), (2) local
communities (through training and awareness),
and (3) tourists (through information and safe
tourism practices). The proposal aims to
strengthen the resilience of geopark communities
to disasters, in line with the goals of sustainable
development.
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Bengkel Kumpulan Kerja Geobencana dan
Kumpulan Kerja Geopemuliharaan

Pada hari terakhir persidangan (12 September
2025), kami telah menganjurkan dua bengkel kerja
yang penting, masing-masing dikendalikan oleh
Kumpulan Kerja Geobencana dan Kumpulan Kerja
Geopemuliharaan. Saya berperanan sebagai ahli
aktif dalam kedua-dua kumpulan kerja ini.

Dalam sesi bengkel Kumpulan Kerja Geobencana,
kami telah membentangkan satu rangka kerja
program yang dicadangkan untuk dijadikan asas
halatuju strategik kumpulan tersebut. Antara inisiatif
utama yang dicadangkan ialah memperkenalkan
sebuah Program Pendidikan Awam mengenai
Pengurangan Risiko Bencana (DRR).

Program ini dirangka untuk melibatkan secara
menyeluruh komuniti Geopark Global UNESCO di
seluruh dunia. Fokus utama akan diberikan kepada
tiga kumpulan sasaran utama, iaitu (1) Kanak-kanak
sekolah (melalui modul pendidikan), (2) Komuniti
setempat (melalui latihan dan kesedaran), dan (3)
